	2
	Student addresses question but has little evidence to connect to response.  Answer lacks completeness, conciseness or may have little to no logic.  Grammatical issues may be a distraction.

	1
	Student gives a response, but it is difficult to understand how the response addresses the question.  Grammatical issues may be a distraction.
